33rd Sunday in Ordinary Time 
As we approach the end of that part of Saint Luke’s 
Gospel before the Passion narratives, and close to  
the end of the Church’s year, our thoughts are 
turned towards the end of time and the Second 
Coming of the Lord – this will led us into Advent in 
two weeks time. Saint Luke’s message is very 
distinctive: the Lord will come, but there is a lot to 
be lived through first. The coming of the Lord is not 
going to be a “quick fix” – we will have to live 
through (and endure) all the mess of human joy and 
suffering. The Lord is clear too that we have to be 
aware of the personal cost of belonging to him – 
think back to last week’s readings, and the stories 
of religious persecution from every place and every 
age, even to this day. Even as this sounds gloomy 
and depressing, it is worth noting where the Gospel 
passage starts – in the material beauty of the 
Temple – and where it ends – something far more 
precious will be saved: our lives.  

Masses for Bereaved Families: This weekend we 
remember in a special way those of our parish and 
our families who have died in the past year: 
Saturday 15th at 5.30pm at St Gerard’s and 
Sunday 16th at 9.30am at St Mary’s, we invite all 
those who have lost loved ones to join us at Mass 
and light a candle for each of them.   

Sycamore (RCIA): Do you want to become a 
Catholic or learn more about the faith? All still 
welcome to come along this week on Tuesday 
18th November at 7pm in the Narthex at St Mary’s. 
This week the session is about “The Meaning of 
Love. What is love? How can I find genuine love 
and friendship? How can I learn to love those 
around me? What does it mean to know that I am 
loved by God? This Sycamore film looks at the 
meaning of love and gives lots of stories from the 
bible and from example of the saints about how 
love can transform our lives. 

World Day of the Poor : 9th World Day of the Poor 
will be marked on Sunday 16th November.  Our 
diocesan charity Caritas Salford has a range of 
resources, prayers, and other information to help us 
learn more about how we can support their work to 
end poverty in our diocese.

Wednesday highlights the plight of Christians 
around the world who are being persecuted.  We 
will put RED floodlights on St Mary’s Church to 
raise the awareness of these persecuted people. 
There will be a Mass in the evening on Wednesday 
19th November at 7.00 pm.  If you cant get to 
Mass, why not wear something RED on that day to 
witness to those shed their bold in our day for our 
Faith. 

Holy Souls Envelopes: We pray for all the Holy 
Souls throughout this final month of the Church’s 
year. If you wish to pray for anyone who has died, 
please fill out the envelopes provided and they will 
be placed in a box by the altar throughout 
November. Offerings in the envelopes go towards 
Masses for the Holy Souls throughout the year. 

Quarant’ Ore (40 Hours):  
This week we celebrate 40 Hours of adoration 
before the Blessed Sacrament At St Mary’s 
Brownedge: Thursday 21st November to 
Sunday 24th November, with the church open 
all day for adoration: 9.30am to 8pm on 
Thursday and Friday; 9.30am to 6.30pm on 
Sat and 9.30am to 6pm on Sunday. 

We will have an extra on Saturday morning 
at 9.30am to begin that day’s adoration. 

Please sign up on the rota to keep watch for an 
hour so that there is always at least 2 people 
present in church during exposition. We are 
inviting  prayer intentions: for each intention we 
will light a sanctuary lamp before the Blessed 
Sacrament. These lamps generally burn for 
about 9 days, thus, after the 40 hours, they still 
have approx. a week left to burn: they will be 
retained and used week by week as our 
sanctuary lamps before the tabernacle 
throughout the next 12 months. For each prayer 
intention we ask you to donate £10 for the cost 
of the candle, using the envelopes provided. 

What is Eucharistic Adoration? 

Eucharistic Adoration, is the worship of the Eucharist 
outside of the Mass. The Eucharistic Host is 
displayed in a monstrance on the altar so that all can 
see and pray in the presence of Christ. 

The Catechism of the Catholic Church tells us that, 
“Adoration is the first attitude of man acknowledging 
that he is a creature before his Creator. It exalts the 
greatness of the Lord who made us and the almighty 
power of the Saviour who sets us free from evil. 
Adoration is homage of the spirit to the “King of 
Glory, ”respectful silence in the presence of the 
“ever greater” God. Adoration of the thrice-holy and 
sovereign God of love blends with humility and gives 
assurance to our supplications.” (CCC 2628) 

We can show our adoration to God in many ways, 
but in Eucharistic Adoration, we spend time adoring 
the true presence of Christ in the Eucharist. 

What Do I Do During Eucharistic Adoration? We 
show reverence and respect—genuflect before the 
Lord, on two knees if we can. Be in awe at the 
presence of God before me. Be silent before God;  
there may be music playing to help foster a spirit of 
prayer, worship, and adoration. Always keep in mind 
that you are in the presence of God! You really don’t 
have to “do” anything during Adoration. You can just 
sit there and look at Jesus. Take the time to be with 
Him. This is your personal time with Christ.  

To help you pray: use prayers you know; pray the 
rosary; read a piece of scripture, perhaps one of the 
events for the Gospels in the life of Jesus—imagine 
yourself there with Him as He is here with you now; 
focus on breathing - Out with my worries - In with  
His grace. Bask in the glory of His presence.
